Painting and drawing Entries may be any size up to A2 for display purposes 

preferably in a hangable format (canvas or frame). Please hand deliver these 

entries during business hours (9am to 4pm weekdays) to Narrandera Arts & 

Community Centre (currently Visitor Information Centre) 31 Cadell St, 

Narrandera. 

Model and sculpture Entries may be any size up to 450mm for display 

purposes. Please hand deliver these entries during business hours (9am to 

4pm weekdays) to Narrandera Arts & Community Centre (currently Visitor 

Information Centre) 31 Cadell St, Narrandera. 

Entry is free however expressions of interest are required to receive the 

koala shape.  Please base your design on this shape as it will give the 

businesses who will be commissioning the artwork on the Koala Art Trail 

sculptures a good indication of what your design will look like.  We anticipate 

the businesses who are not doing their own artwork will contact the artists 

from this competition directly.

Entry conditions: 

1. Entrants in the 2022 Narrandera Koala Art Trail Design Competition must reside in Riverina Murray 

region in Australia and be over 18 years of age. Entrants in the Junior Category must be residents of 

Riverina Murray region in Australia and entry must be accompanied by a signed Parental/Guardian’s 

authorisation form. 

2. Copyright 

Entrants will retain copyright in/of their art image or model. 

3. Each Entrant grants the Narrandera Shire Council (NSC) a non-exclusive *limited licence to use images 

of the winning design for promotion of the area by NSC, including (without limitation) in both digital 

and print form. Also all entered artworks will be exhibited in the Narrandera  Arts & Community Centre 

for purposes of public voting and exhibition from April 1st to April 24th. The NSC will credit the image 

source where possible. 

4. * Limited license defined as to December 2026 

5. The NSC will endeavour to prevent non-authorised reproduction of the image, but is not liable for any 

such reproduction. 

6. The original artworks are to be returned to the artist at the conclusion of the exhibition.  Artist can 

collect business hours any week day after April 27th until May 11th at the Narrandera Arts  & 

Community Centre 

7. The artworks must use the Koala Sculpture Shape as provided and must have been solely the work of 

the entrant or entrants (if a group design is entered). There is no limit to the number of entries each 

entrant can submit. 

8. Entry opens on the 10th December 2021 and the closing date for entry is on or prior to 4pm, Australian 

Eastern Standard Time on the 24th February 2022. 

9. Art may be either colour or monochrome and on any medium but no large than 420mm x 594mm. 

Logos or watermarks are not permitted.   

10. Models or sculptures can be up to 450mm high and be supplied with a method to allow it to be 

displayed freestanding.  It also can be any medium but must be no heavier than 5kg.   

11. Entries must submitted with an accompanying entry form.

13. The NSC will take all care but no responsibility for the artwork submitted by the entrants during 

exhibition periods. 

14. People’s Choice Awards will be decided entirely by public voting at the exhibitions and announced on 

the last day of the exhibition. 1st Prize award will be by judges’ choice (judges TBA).
